1. When the key of power is turned on or off, the noise appears.
2. When using a mobile phone, noise is generated.

3. There was no sound when playing the keyboard and playing the music.

4. The selected timbre is not pronounced properly, or the volume is too low.

5. Asound abnormal in tone or rhythm.

6. Some tone distortion.

7. The accompaniment was mispronounced.

8. It seems that all the timbre is pronounced, or the pronunciation seems to be cut off.

9. Under the same timbre, the tone quality of the notes is different from that of the notes.

With possible reason and resolution

1. Possible causes and countermeasures this is a normal phenomenon, indicating that the
electricity enters the machine at this time.

2. The use of mobile phones near piano produces radiation. To avoid this situation, turn your
mobile phone off or away from the piano.

3. Verify that other devices are connected to the PHONES / OUTPUT Jack. If headphones are

plugged into the socket at the moment, there is no sound.

Verify that the following settings are appropriate: main volume, double tone balance.

The AC voltage is low.

The volume knob should be turned up in a position less than 3 / 4.

Make sure the accompaniment volume is set to the appropriate level.

The maximum simultaneous pronunciation of this instrument is 64 notes. If the dual tone
mode is in use and the accompaniment or music is playing again, some notes / sounds in the
accompaniment or music are default.

9. Thisis normal. This machine uses AWM sound source, this kind of sound source is in the
whole key domain sampling recording and the sound quality of the two notes is slightly
different.

Single pedal line socket is unified on the sound socket of the power supply socket board.
Three pedals line socket in the electric piano is in the bottom of the left of the piano.

The headphone socket is in the bottom of the left of digital piano, in which two jacks can be
used.
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
