I. Demo Songs

1. Demo All:

@ Press the demo song button for the first time to enter the continuous

singing mode, and press the demo song for the second time to play the

next song

@ After entering the continuous singing mode, start playing from the

current song, or use the number keys to directly select

@ After the song is played, continue to play the next song, and play all

songs in a loop

@1In the continuous singing mode, automatically enter the song selection

mode, and exit the continuous singing mode to return to the tone selection

mode

®Press the [tone key] while playing a song to temporarily switch to the

tone selection mode, and return to the song selection mode in 3 seconds

Il. Rhythm

1. Enable/Stop:

®Press the [Start/Stop key] for the first time to start playing the rhythm,

and press the [Start/Stop key] for the second time to stop playing the

rhythm

@ Exit this mode in teaching, record, playback, programming, editing, play-

back, metronome, demo song and other modes

2. Interlude 1 Fill In A:

¢ [Insert A key] only works when playing the rhythm

#|nterlude: During the rhythm playing, press [Insert A Key] to add a fill

function to the rhythm. When the rhythm finishes playing the bar, insert a

fill interlude; Rhythm — Fill in A=>Rhythm

®Press and hold [Insert A Key] to play Interlude 1 continuously.

3. Interlude 2 Fill In B:

lll. Chord volume control, speed, transposition, fine-tuning control

1. Chord Volume Control:

#Use [Chord Volume + Key] and [Chord Volume - Key] to control the

chord volume. Pressing [Chord Volume + Key] means the chord volume
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will increase, and pressing [Chord Volume - Key]l means the chord
volume will decrease.

@ The chord volume control has 16 sections (1~16), and the default value
after power-on is in the 16th section

®Press and hold [Chord Volume + Keyl or [Chord Volume - Key] for
more than 1 second to continuously increase/decrease the chord volume
®Press and hold [Chord Volume + Key] and [Chord Volume - Key] at
the same time, and the chord volume returns to the default value

@ The chord volume key can also control the volume of the demonstration
song

@ After entering Sleep, the chord volume returns to the default value

2. Tempo Control:

®Use [Tempo + Key]l and [Tempo - Key] to control the speed. Press-
ing [Tempo + Key] means the speed increases, and pressing [Tempo -
Key]l means the speed decreases

€®The tempo control has 270 sections (30~300), and the default value
after power-on is in the 90th section (Tempo=120)

®Press and hold [Tempo + Key]l or [Tempo - Key]l for more than 1
second to continuously increase/decrease the speed

®Press and hold [Tempo + Key]l and [Tempo - Key] at the same time,
and the speed returns to the default value

®\When playing the selected song, the tempo of the song will be the main
one, regardless of the set tempo

@ \When playing the selected rhythm, the set tempo will be the main one
@ After entering Sleep, the speed returns to the default value (Tempo=120)
3. Transpose Control:

®Use [Transpose + Key] and [Transpose - Key] to control the trans-
pose. Pressing [Transpose + Key] means the transpose increases
upwards, and pressing [Transpose - Key] means the transpose
decreases downwards

@ There are 13 sections (-6~6) for transpose control, and the default value
is the 7th section after power-on

®Press [Transpose + Keyl or [Transpose - Key] for more than 1
second to continuously increase/decrease the transpose

®Press [Transpose + Key]l and [Transpose - Key] at the same time,
and the transpose value returns to the default value

@ The chord pitch will also change with the transpose value

@ After entering Sleep, the transpose value returns to the default value

® After pressing [Transpose Clear Key] , the transpose value returns to
the default value

4. Tuning Control:

Use [Fine Adjust + Key]l and [Fine Adjust - Key] to control fine adjust-
ment. Pressing [Fine Adjust + Key] means fine adjustment will
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increase, and pressing [Fine Adjust - Key] means fine adjustment will

decrease

®There are 199 segments (-99~99) for fine adjustment control. The

default value after power-on is the 100th segment

®Press [Fine Adjust + Key] or [Fine Adjust - Key]l for more than 1

second to continuously increase/decrease fine adjustment

®Press [Fine Adjust + Key] and [Fine Adjust - Key] at the same time,

and the fine adjustment value will return to the default value

@ After entering Sleep, the fine adjustment will return to the default value
® After pressing [Fine Adjust Clear Key] , the fine adjustment value will

return to the default value

IV. Mode Selection

1. Numerical Coding:

®There are 12 buttons for digital selection from [0] to [9], [+] and
[-]1 in sequence.

@ If the tone mode/rhythm mode/song mode are not selected, the default

value after power-on is tone mode.

®When digital selection is performed, if the number pressed exceeds the

maximum number of tones, rhythms or songs, the original value will be

maintained.

2. Tone:

® After pressing the [Tone Key] , the digital selection area can be used

to select the tone.

@ The digital selection area inputs numbers from 0 to 479 (139). If the input

range is not within this range, the input is invalid.

3. Rhythm:

#® After pressing the [Rhythm Key] , the digital selection area can be used

to select the rhythm.

@ The input number in the digital selection area is from 0 to 199. If the input

range is not within this range, the input is invalid

4. Single-finger chord:

®Press the [Single Finger Key] for the first time to enter the single-fin-

ger chord mode, and press the [Single Finger Key] for the second time

to exit the single-finger chord mode

¢ [Single Finger Key] only works in rhythm and general mode.

4 When playing the rhythm, press the [Single Finger Key] and press the

single-finger fingering in the range of keys A1~F4#, and you can hear the

corresponding chord accompaniment sound

@ For detailed fingering of single-finger fingering accompaniment, please

refer to the attached single-finger chord table

® Single-finger fingering can be used with rhythm/chord/synchronization

5. Finger chord:

®Press the [Multi-finger Key] for the first time to enter the multi-finger

chord mode, and press the [Multi-finger Key] for the second time to exit
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the multi-finger chord mode

¢ [Multi-finger Key] only works in rhythm and general mode

®When playing the rhythm, press the [Multi-Finger Key] and press the
multi-finger fingering within the range of keys A1-F4#, and you can hear
the corresponding chord accompaniment sound

@ For detailed fingering of multi-finger fingering accompaniment, please
refer to the attached multi-finger chord table

@ Multi-finger fingering can be used with rhythm/chord/synchronization

6. Comprehensive chords:

®Press the [Comprehensive Chord Key] for the first time to enter the
comprehensive chord mode, and press the [Comprehensive Chord Key]
for the second time to exit the comprehensive chord mode

¢ [Comprehensive Chord Key] only works in Rhythm and General Mode
®When playing rhythm, press [Comprehensive Chord Key] and press
multi-finger fingering in the range of keys A1-F4#, you can hear the corre-
sponding chord accompaniment sound. If you do not press multi-finger
chord fingering, the chord of single-finger chord fingering will be played
®For detailed fingering of comprehensive fingering accompaniment,
please refer to the single-finger chord table and multi-finger chord table in
the attachment

@ Comprehensive fingering can be used with rhythm/chord/synchroniza-
tion.

7. Low Chord:

@ Change the Bass tone in the chord to Piano tone

8. Chord Off:

®Turn off single-finger chord, multi-finger chord, and comprehensive
chord

V. Recording

1. Record:

®Press [Record Key] for the first time to enter the recording mode and
clear the last record; press [Record Key] for the second time to exit the
recording mode

@ Press any key or panel drum in the recording mode to start recording.

@ The maximum number of recordings is 700. When the number is full, you
cannot continue to record the next note. When recording, you can press
the [Play] button at any time to play the recorded notes or drum sounds.
2. Record Play:

®Press the [Play] button for the first time to play the recorded notes or
drum sounds. Press the [Play] button for the second time to stop play-
ing.

®Press the [Play] button to exit the recording mode.

@ When playing, the keys and panel drums are invalid.

@If there is no recorded value before, no action will occur when pressing
the [Play] button.
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VI. Metronome

®Press the [Metronome] button to play the beat 1/4 beat = 2/4 beat =
3/4 beat — 4/4 beat — stop — beat 1/4 beat..., the default value of Tempo
is 120.

®There are 4 changes in the metronome sound, the sequence is 1/4 beat
— 2/4 beat — 3/4 beat — 4/4 beat

VIl. Effect changes

1. Tone changes:

@ Sustain: prolong the time when the key sound ends

@ Sustain pedal: prolong the time when the key sound ends. When the
machine is turned on, it will detect whether the pedal is normally open or
normally closed

@ Soft pedal: reduce the volume of the key sound

@ Delay pedal: prolong the time when the key sound ends

@ Note: This function is configured according to the actual model of the
piano

2. Velocity On/Off:

@ This button function is sequential. Pressing this button is velocity ON/ve-
locity OFF sequence. The default value is ON when powered on.

3. Split:

®Press the [Dual Keyboard Key] for the first time to start the dual
keyboard function, and press the [Dual Keyboard Key] for the second
time to cancel the dual keyboard function

@ When the dual keyboard function is activated, the scale of keys A1~B4
will be played as the scale of A2~B5, and the scale of keys C5~C9 will be
played as the scale of C4-C8

@ You can use the digital selection of the main tone to replace the original
tone of keys C5~C9

4, Dual:

®Press the [Dual Key] for the first time to start the dual tone function,
and press the [Dual Key] for the second time to cancel the dual tone
function.

®When the dual tone function is activated, when playing the keys, the
main tone and the selected dual tone will sound

@ You can use the digital selection of the main tone

5. Drum Kits:

®Press the [Drum Key] for the first time to start the drum function, and
press the [Drum Key] for the second time to cancel the drum function.
@ When the keyboard drum function is activated, the corresponding drum
sound will be played when playing the keys

VIIl. Teaching Mode

1. Single Key One Note:

®Press [Single Key] for the first time to enter the single key mode, and
press [Single Key] for the second time to exit the single key mode. After
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entering the single key mode, use the current song for teaching. After the
song is played, the user presses the keys at will as the main melody. If the
main melody does not reach the next measure, the background sound will
repeat the measure until the song ends.

@ After the song ends, press the next song on the single key.

@In single-key mode, it automatically enters song selection mode, and
returns to tone selection mode when exiting single-key mode

®Press the [tone key] while playing a song to temporarily switch to tone
selection mode, and return to song selection mode after 3 seconds

2. Ensemble:

®Press the [ensemble key] for the first time to enter ensemble mode,
and press the [ensemble key] for the second time to exit ensemble
mode

@ After entering ensemble mode, use the current song for teaching. After
the song is played, the user can play the keys at will and interrupt the main
melody. If no keys are pressed after 5 seconds, the main melody will
resume playing automatically. The background sound plays completely,
and the teaching is repeated until the song ends.

@ After the song ends, play the next song together

@ In ensemble mode, automatically enter the song selection mode, and exit
the ensemble mode to return to the tone selection mode

®Press the [tone key] while playing a song to temporarily switch to the
tone selection mode, and return to the song selection mode in 3 seconds
3. Follow:

®Press the [Follow key] for the first time to enter the follow mode, and
press the [Follow key] for the second time to exit the follow mode

@ After entering the follow mode, use the current song for teaching. After
the song is played, the main melody will not play. The user must press the
corresponding key according to the note displayed on the digital tube to
continue playing the next note. The background sound will repeat the
section until the song ends and stops
